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at MSU, the graduate hours earned previously will be evaluated by
the student’s graduate department for transfer credit.

Early Master’s Admission for MSU Seniors

Seniors at Murray State University who are within nine hours of
completng the baccalaureate degree, who have a cumulatve grade
point average (GPA) of at least 3.0, and are meetng all undergradu-
ate GPA requirements, may be admited to graduate study provided
they meet departmental and general admission requirements. Se-
niors admited on this basis are considered graduate students, and
will be charged graduate tuiton for all courses scheduled. Note: This
type of admission may cause problems with fnancial aid.

Students who fail to complete all undergraduate requirements
during their frst semester as graduate students will be denied
graduate credit. All courses taken during that term will be per-
manently recorded as undergraduate, with no refund of graduate
tuiton. Early admission graduate students may apply for graduate
assistantships.

Seniors enrolled at insttutons other than MSU who meet the
requirements outlined above may petton Graduate Admissions
for early admission. However an ofcial transcript with bachelor’s
degree posted will be required prior to registraton.

Accelerated Graduate Admission
A Murray State University undergraduate student who needs
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third party will not be accepted. Credentals will be evaluated to
determine if the course of study completed is equivalent to a four-
year degree.

5. Proof of English language competency by one of the follow-
ing:
a. OFcial TOEFL score report with acceptable score,
b.OFcial Internatonal English Language Testng System (IELTS)
score report with acceptable score,
c. Bachelor’s degree from a recognized US or UK insttuton,
d. Successful completon of MSU’s English as a Second Lan-
guage (ESL) program.
Conditonally admited students may be assigned to full-tme
language study in the English as a Second Language (ESL) program
or entered into a graduate transiton program and permited to
